* 90% of car seats are installed incorrectly.

« All infants and toddlers should ride rear-
facing until they’re at least 2 years of age.

Children who outgrow their car seat
should ride in a booster seat until the
vehicle seat belt fits properly, that’s
typically 10-12 years of age, 4’ 9” tall.

Booster seats must be used with lap and
shoulder belts.

All children age 12 or younger should be
properly restrained in the back seat of

the vehicle.
